THE CONTRACT BETWEEN US

1.1 This contract is made between you (the “Provider”) and Birmingham City Council ("the Council”) and is described in the
purchase order for goods and/or the supply of services as issued by the Council (“the Order”), and these Terms and
Conditions, (which taken together form the “Contract”). Nothing discussed prior to the Provider's signature of the Order
shall forms part of the Contract unless it is specifically set out in this Contract.

1.2 No variations to the Contract shall be permitted unless clearly documented and agreed in writing between the Council and
the Provider (“the Parties”).

1.3 The definitions set out in this Contract (including in any appendices or enclosures) shall have the same meaning throughout
this Contract. If there is a conflict betwe
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2.1 Where in the performance of the Contract the Provider is required to process personal data, the Provider shall comply fully
with all applicable data protection and privacy legislation in force from time to time in the UKGDPR (as defined in The Data
Protection, Privacy and Electronic Communications (Amendments etc) (EU Exit) Regulations 2019)); the Data Protection
Act 2018 (and regulations made thereunder); the Privacy and Electronic Communications Regulations 2003 (S| 2003/2426)
as amended and the guidance and codes of practice issued by the Information Commissioner or other relevant regulatory
authority and applicable to a Party from time to time. Where necessary the Council may require the Provider to enter into a
separate data processing agreement, in the form as may be supplied by the Council.

2.1.1 [The Parties respective obligations in respect of privacy and data protection are: [set out in the Data Sharing Agreement
provided at Appendix 2 if required]

Where the Parties are in possession of information about the other Party that is by its nature confidential, or is designated as
such by the other (whether in writing or orally), including this Contract (“Confidential Information”), the Parties undertake to:-

0] keep it confidential;
(ii) use it only in connection with providing the Goods or Services; and
(iii) not to disclose it to any other person without the Council’s prior written consent.

2.2 Either Party will be entitled to disclose Confidential Information (“Disclosing Party”) to the other Party (“Recipient Party”):-

2.2.1 that is reasonably required by persons engaged in the performance of its obligations under the Contract.

2.2.2 any Confidential Information which a Party can demonstrate is already generally available and in the public domain
otherwise than as a result of a breach of Condition 2.1.

2.2.3 any disclosure to enable a determination to be made under the Condition 9 (Mediation);

2.2.4 any disclosure which is required by any Legislation (including any order of a court of competent jurisdiction), and
Parliamentary obligation or the rules of any stock exchange or governmental or regulatory authority having the force of law;

2.2.5 any disclosure of Confidential Information which is already lawfully in the possession of the receiving Party, prior to its
disclosure by the disclosing Party;

2.2.6 any disclosure by the Council of Confidential Information relating to the provision of Goods or Services and such other
information as may be reasonably required for the purpose of conducting a due diligence exercise for any proposed
